Bishops Letter – Christmas - No Time to be Happy? 
   
At no other time of the year do so many wish so often for so many other 
people to be happy.  Cries of “Happy Christmas” fill the cold winter air as 
seasonal greetings are shared with family, friends – and complete strangers. 
 Why?    
 Well, one reason is that because Christmas marks the birth of Christ, we say 
“Happy Christmas” to everyone just as we wish everyone to be happy on their 
particular birthday.   Jesus is “everyman” so on His birthday we wish for 
everyone to be happy.  
 Also, just as we wish people “Happy Easter” because the resurrection of 
Christ is something which should gladden everyone’s heart, so the good news 
of God incarnate as the Babe of Bethlehem should lift the spirits of everyone 
we meet.    
 However, we are left wondering whether the majority of people who wish 
each other “Happy Christmas” actually have the true meaning of Christmas in 
mind when they do so.  Is it not just a figure of speech or a way of speaking? 
  We have got to say something, so “Happy Christmas” will serve as well as 
anything else.   
 Yes, it is a sort of mantra or social convention, but that should not lead us to 
conclude that it is totally vacuous or meaningless.   The clue is in the word 
itself.   
 “Happy” has a history. It derives from the Nordic word “hap” which means 



something which occurs by chance. So when we wish one another “Happy 
Christmas” we could just be saying “be lucky”.  But then we are reminded that 
some modern versions of the New Testament use the word “happy” to 
translate a Greek word which is usually rendered as “blessed” – so “blessed 
are the peacemakers” becomes “how happy are those who make peace”.   
 This gets much closer to what Christians mean by “Happy Christmas”. To be 
happy is not merely about being lucky.  It is about being blessed by God with 
the gifts of love, acceptance and forgiveness which are ours by grace rather 
than chance. 
 “Happy Christmas” is not just a greeting:  it is a prayer – a prayer for God’s 
blessing to be on those we meet at a time of year when we especially 
remember how God in Christ came to meet us.    
 So may you all have a very happy and blessed Christmas.

Christians 
and non-Christians alike have every right to enjoy all the trimmings of 
Christmas – presents, parties, trees, decorations, family gatherings, mince 
pies, the lot – in moderation!  But, come Twelfth Night, the party is over. 
The Metheringham Cross will, I hope, ask the question of those who pass by, 
‘What’s the meaning of this?’  The answer that Christians have freely received 
and long to share with others is that God launched an extraordinary rescue 
operation on the first Christmas Day, achieved it on the first Good Friday and 
celebrated it on the first Easter Day.  The rescuer has arrived and the result?  
New life and eternal life for all who avail themselves of it – the most amazing 
Christmas gift ever!

Deanery Synod 16th October - Report 
The Chief Exec of North Kesteven District Council, Ian Fytche, gave a talk on 
“Sustainable Communities”.  These are some of  the points he made. The 
District population is now 104,000, but this will grow by 42% by 2026, and by 
2029 there will be a 140% increase in people in the 75+ age group.  So there 
is a need for more affordable housing, with local Doctors, Dentists etc.  
Transport needs to be improved.  And although these are safe communities, 
with crime going down, there is a need to build respect between people - 
different age groups,  immigrants etc.  He pointed out that Fuel Poverty – 
where households use more than 10% of their income on fuel – is twice the 
national average in NKDC.  This needs to be addressed. He realised what a 
huge resource the church people in the District are, and said NKDC is keen to 
listen and act on suggestions for building stronger comminuties.  He is himself 
a member of his local church PCC, and his talk was positive, challenging and 
believable. 
It was also reported that not all churches in the Deanery will have paid their 
Parish Share in full, and that next year’s Parish Share will rise by 4.5%, which 
each church will pay, on top of any shortfall they may have incurred.  And 
even though the Deanery cannot afford it at the present level of funds, the 
Bishop’s Council have agreed that a stipendiary priest-in-charge be 
appointed, responsible for six parishes in the Eastern Cluster – Branston, 
Potterhanworth, Nocton, Dunston, Metheringham and Blankney, leaving 
Stephen Jones-Crabtree as incumbant of the Washingborough Group.

Thousands turn to online prayer and advice as financial situation 
worsens 
Web users looking for support during the current financial crisis have boosted 
traffic to a Church of England website section focusing on debt advice by over 
70 per cent, and increased visitor numbers to the Church's online prayer page 
by more than a quarter. 
The Matter of Life and Debt website section contains a new ‘debt spiral 
feature’ to help family threatened by the credit crunch, and useful advice for 
those worried about debt. It has seen a 71 per cent increase in traffic in recent 
weeks, and can be viewed by visiting www.cofe.anglican.org/debt.  
 A new Prayer for the Current Financial Situation has been viewed more than 
8,000 times since it was published online in September - increasing traffic to 
the popular Prayers for Today section by 28 per cent.  It can be found online 
at www.cofe.anglican.org/prayers.

Lord God, we live in disturbing days:     across the world,     prices rise,     
debts increase,     banks collapse,     jobs are taken away,     and fragile 
security is under threat.

be a tower of strength amidst the shifting sands   and a light in the darkness; 
help us receive your gift of peace, and fix our hearts where true joys are to be 
found, in Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Is climate change really serious? 
Not everyone believes that climate change is happening, despite (in the UK at 
least) in recent years the warmest months since records began, and unusual 
rains and floods!  When members of the general population were asked if they 
thought that global warming was a serious problem, two-fifths, 37%, in the UK 



said it was not a serious problem, against just over half that proportion, 22%, 
in Europe as a whole. 
A similar percentage in the UK, 39%, feels that the seriousness of worldwide 
climate change has been exaggerated in spite of melting ice-caps, riding 
ocean levels and shifts in weather patterns.  Two-thirds, 68%, of those under 
40 consider that global warming or climate change is the most serious 
problem affecting the planet against just two-fifths, 40%, of those under 55 
(who tend to put poverty, lack of food and drinking water as the top problems). 
The Barna organisation has researched a similar question in the United 
States, but also specifically asked Christians their opinion as well.  A fifth, 
22%, of Americans are not certain that global warming is happening, and a 
further 15% haven’t decided whether it is or not.  That leaves 63% overall who 
do believe climate change is occurring, which compares with just 36% of 
Catholics and 45% of Protestants. 
What is interesting about such statistics is a totally different question: What 
has to happen in order to convince people that something is true?  How do 
people perceive information?  Some Christian people, for example, seeing 
their own congregation growing, do not believe that numbers overall are 
declining.  Seeing beyond the local is never easy, but as these figures about 
climate change suggest, absolutely crucial!

Winter Solstice 
A Midwinter festival has been a part of life since pre-Christian times. When 
the hours of daylight are fewest, the warmth of the sun weakest, and life itself 
seemingly at a standstill, our ancestors, the pagan peoples of Europe and 
Western Asia, kept festival by lighting bonfires and decorating their buildings 
with evergreens.   
Perhaps they believed that the dying sun could be enheartened by fire, and 
the life of the buried seed assured by the presence of evergreen branches. 
With the advent of Christianity, the Spring gods became identified with Christ, 
and the birthday of the sun with the birthday of the Light of the World. 
The early church father Tertullian did not approve of Christmas decorations. 
“Let those who have no light in themselves light candles!... You are the light of 
the world, you are the tree ever green....”  But by the time of St Gregory and 
St Augustine, four centuries later, this had changed.  Pope Gregory instructed 
Augustine not to worry about harmless outward customs, as long as the right 
God be worshipped through them.  And so many Anglo-Saxon customs were 
never discarded, but simply endowed with a new significance.   
By 1598 one John Stow of London wrote how: “Against the feast of 
Christmas, every man’s house, as also their parish churches, were decked 
with holme, ivie, bayes, and whatsoever the season of the yeare afforded to 
be greene.”

St Nicholas 
Father Christmas seems to be as old as Europe. Once he was Woden, 
lashing his reindeer through the darkness of northern midwinter.  Then he 
encountered the Church, and She transformed him into a saint, the much-

loved Nicholas, Bishop of Myra (in south-west Turkey) in the fourth century.  
St Nicholas became the patron saint of children, and was given 6 December 
as his day.  
Since the 6th century St Nicholas has been venerated in both East and West, 
though virtually nothing is known of his life.  Some believe he may have been 
one of the fathers at the Council of Nicea (325), imprisoned during the 
Emperor Diocletian’s persecution.    
According to legend, Nicholas was an extremely generous man.  He revived 
three schoolboys murdered by an innkeeper in a tub of pickles.  He rescued 
three young women from prostitution by giving their poverty-stricken father 
three bags of gold. (Hence the use of three gold balls as the pawnbroker’s 
signs.)   
Over the centuries many, including children, sailors, unmarried girls, 
pawnbrokers and moneylenders have claimed him as their patron.  
Perhaps it was on account of S Nicholas’ generosity that in recent centuries 
children began to write little notes sometime before 6 December, to tell him 
about the toys they specially wanted.  These notes were then left on the 
windowsill at night - or else on a ledge in the chimney. 
But St Nicholas Day chanced to lie in the magnetic field of a much more 
potent festival.... and after awhile his activities were moved towards 
Christmas.  Then in Bavaria the children still left their notes on the window sill, 
but they addressed them to Liebes Christkind - Krishkinkle as they knew him - 
and the saint’s part in the matter was simply to deliver the letters in heaven. 
  The most popular result of the cult of St Nicholas has been the institution of 
Santa Claus.  He is based on Nicholas’ patronage of children and the custom 
in the Low Countries of giving presents on his feast. Santa Claus has reached 
his zenith in America, where the Dutch Protestants of New Amsterdam (New 
York) united to it Nordic folklore legends of a magician who both punished 
naughty children and rewarded good ones with presents.

Let’s have a less wasteful Christmas this year 
Amid all the rejoicing at Christmas, it is easy forget our good intentions about 
recycling. Overwhelmed by a mountain of discarded packaging, tinsel, food 
scraps and other rubbish, we have so much to distract us. But it’s worth giving 
some thought to ways in which we can minimise the waste that is created 
during the festivities. 
An estimated one billion Christmas cards and 85 square kilometres of 
wrapping paper will have to go somewhere. Turkey foil wrap alone will create 
3,000 tons of waste. 
Also looking for a home will be loads of old electronic gadgets (displaced by 
new ones).  Thousands of mobile phones will be exchanged as gifts (15 
million are replaced in the UK each year). According to a survey, each child 
will expect to receive ten presents, on top of those from parents – and 40 per 
cent of the toys will be broken within three months.  
Hardly any batteries are recycled despite the toxic substances they contain. 
Although green and blue recycling bins are becoming a familiar sight, the UK 
still lacks an extensive recycling infrastructure. The nation still creates 150 
million tons of rubbish each year, of which 80 per cent is buried. Landfill space 
is rapidly running out. 
The good news is that this year over a million Christmas trees will be recycled 
and turned into ash or mulch by local authorities, many of which will arrange 
collection. But that still leaves six million that will be thrown out with the 
rubbish or left to rot in back yards or gardens. 
So what can we do on an individual level? If you have an old mobile phone 
lying around, you could give it to Community Fonebak, a scheme that recycles 
phones or repairs and redistributes them around the world (Tel 01708 
683436). The project will also give donations to your favourite charity. 
Christmas cards could be taken to the special bins provided in (or outside) 
supermarkets. “Think before you throw” is a good motto for all of us.  PP 
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
