The Bishop of Grimsby's Parish Letter

Dear Friends,

The murder of 11 year old Rhys Jones touched every community. Rhys’ parents, along with
others who have lost their precious children to sudden and violent death, have been much in
our prayers.

In an age of instant comment, much has been said about the whys and wherefores which give
rise to such an outrage. Calls for evermore draconian punishments for those who perpetrate
such evil develop an energy of their own which is particularly seductive for politicians, who
can appear impotent in the face of those who live outside of society’s norms and
expectations. In such a reaction there is inevitably a focus onto the wickedness of the
perpetrators, who indeed must be held accountable for their evil deeds.

In reacting to this tragedy, however, we must not lose sight of the bigger, multifaceted picture.
Violence has a context; it does not happen in a vacuum. The truth is that there is an
aggressive backdrop to our society. Violence is a key feature of the entertainment industry
and our market economy is aggressive towards the weak and the incompetent. Our politics
and systems of justice are adversarial and confrontational, providing a backdrop of
aggressive interactions, which then become the norm - with winners and losers; the named
and the shamed. Tabloids report aggressively about people’s actions, failings or
shortcomings - readily demonising individuals in the process. Journalism feeds on conflict,
showing scant interest in the opinions of the moderate or the reflective.

The church is not immune from this. Our debates, our diversity and reactions to change can
have an underlying aggression which, at times, drives otherwise good people into behaviour
which falls far short of our vocation to be peacemakers.

In a society which provides an aggressive context from which some will step into violence, it
will not be policing and legislation that will alter the context in which that violence is cradled.
There has to be a change of heart. Those of us who follow the ‘Prince of Peace’ are called to
give a lead in making aggression an unacceptable part of human interaction. Itis an
enormous task — almost impossible. Yet Jesus calls us to be the salt or the yeast which
transforms the whole. Human interaction without aggression would be a transformation to
which we can each contribute. Taking aggression out of our dealings with each other would
be a miracle - a sign of God’s Kingdom breaking through. In the end, it is up to us.

Slow Down !
The Archbishop of York, Dr John Sentamu, has sent every Member of Parliament a copy of
the 100-Minute Bible and a guide to slowing down.

The guide, written by the Bishop of Reading, the Rt Rev Stephen Cottrell, and released earlier
this year, is entitled ‘Do Nothing to Change Your Life’. The book urges its readers to create
pauses in daily life to benefit their own, and society’s, health and well being. The book argues
this fresh perspective of relishing every moment with a greater attentiveness will improve our
relationship with God.

‘Do Nothing to Change Your Life’ is a passionate plea for the nation to ditch endless ‘to do’
lists, constant streams of emails, and an increasingly ‘24/7’ culture," said the Church of
England. The book was published following an international study that showed that the pace
of life in our cities has increased by 10 per cent in the last decade.

"The Bishop’s warning about the danger of not taking rest and play seriously is a timely one,"
said the Church of England. The 100 Minute Bible gives a synopsis of every book in the Bible
and takes less than two hours to read.

All Hallows Eve

Modern Halloween celebrations have their roots with the Celtic peoples of pre-Christian times.
In those long-ago days, on the last night of October, the Celts celebrated the Festival of
Sambhain, or ‘Summer’s End’. The priests, or Druids, performed ceremonies to thank and
honour the sun. For there was a very dark side to all this: Samhain also signalled the onset of
winter, atime when it was feared that unfriendly ghosts, nature-spirits, and witches roamed
the earth, creating mischief. So the Druid priests lit great bonfires and performed magic rites
to ward off or appease these dark supernatural powers.

Then the Romans arrived, and brought their Harvest Festival which honoured the Goddess
Pomona with gifts of apples and nuts. The two festivals slowly merged.

When Christianity arrived still later, it began to replace the Roman and Druid religions. 1
November - All Saints’ Day - was dedicated to all Christian Martyrs and Saints who had died.
It was called ‘All Hallows’ Day’. The evening before became an evening of prayer and
preparation and was called ‘All Hallows’ Eve’, The Holy Evening, later shortened to
‘Halloween'.

For many centuries, however, fear of the supernatural remained strong. During the Middle
Ages, animal costumes and frightening masks were worn to ward off the evil spirits of
darkness on Halloween. Magic words and charms were used to keep away bad luck, and
everybody believed that witches ride about on broomsticks. Fortune telling was popular, and
predicting the future by the use of nuts and apples was so popular that Halloween is still
sometimes known as Nutcrack Night or Snap-Apple Night.

Today, Christians have learned to turn to prayer instead of charms to overcome the powers of
darkness. And the deeper, true meaning of All Hallows’ Eve, should not be forgotten. As
Christians, we all draw closer to Christ when we remember and give thanks for our loved
ones and for others who have gone before us through the gates of death. PP

The language of church-going

AMEN: The only part of a prayer that everyone knows.

BULLETIN: Your receipt for attending the service.

CHOIR: A group of people whose singing allows the rest of the congregation to lip-sync.

PROCESSION: The ceremonial formation at the beginning of the service, consisting of altar
servers, the celebrant, and late parishioners looking for seats.

RECESSIONAL: The ceremonial procession at the conclusion of the service - led by
parishioners trying to beat the crowd to the car park.

RELICS: People who have been going to church for so long that they actually know when to
sit, kneel, and stand.

TEN COMMANDMENTS: The most important — and oldest - Top Ten list.

USHERS: The only people in the church who don't know the seating capacity of a pew

Your Guardian Angel

The teaching of Jesus encourages us to believe that we each have our own guardian angel.
He once said, ‘See that you do not look down on one of these little ones. For | tell you that
their angels in heaven always see the face of my Father in heaven.” (Matthew 18.10)

The existence of angels was suggested in various Old Testament texts, Jesus mentioned
them explicitly, and the early Christians accepted their existence and work (Acts 12.15).

In England, devotion to the angels, both in Anglo-Saxon times and later, was strong. In
modern times, the great American evangelist Billy Graham, has written an entire book on the
existence and work of angels.



Alcuin described them as intercessors (in the 11th century Leofric Missal); Herbert of
Losinga, bishop of Norwich (d 1119) specially praised them, and his contemporary, Reginald
of Canterbury, wrote prayers in their honour.

Honorius Augustodunenis (d 1151) clarified the existing belief of the time by asserting that
each human soul, when infused into the body, is entrusted to the particular care of a single
angel, who protects both body and soul and offers prayers to God.

For many centuries Christendom was satisfied with the feast of St Michael (and all Angels),
but the special feast of the Guardian Angels was introduced in Austria, Spain and Portugal in
the 15th — 16th centuries. Guardian Angels were there seen as guardians of particular towns
or regions, or of each individual. Pope Clement X made the feast day universal in 1607, fixing
its date to 2 October. PP

St Luke the Evangelist

To St Luke, a gentile, we owe the beautifully written Gospel of Luke, and the Book of Acts.

He was a Greek physician, a disciple of St Paul, a companion on some of his missionary
journeys, and an inspired writer.

Luke’s gospel focuses on the compassion of Christ. His gospel contains some of the most
moving parables, such as the Good Samaritan and Prodigal Son. This, with his emphasis on
poverty, prayer and purity of heart, make up much of his appeal to the Gentles, for whom he
wrote.

Women figure more prominently in Luke’s gospel than any other: look out for the extended
story of the Virgin Birth, and stories o Mary, Elizabeth, and the woman who was a sinner.

In Acts, Luke is remarkably good as linking sacred and profane history, as subsequent
archaeology has shown. A principal theme of his Acts is how the early Christians moved away
from Jerusalem into the pagan world, and especially on to Rome.

Luke is the patron saint of doctors, surgeons and artists (due to his picturesque style of
writing). His symbol is an ox, sometimes explained by reference to the sacrifice in the Temple
at the beginning of his Gospel. In England 28 ancient churches were dedicated to him. PP

Odran of lona died c. 563

Odran is a suitable saint to remember as Halloween approaches, for his story involves the
spirit world.

British by birth, Odran was one of Columba’s first companions on lona. Sadly, he died not
long after his arrival on the island. But Columba found comfort, for in a vision he saw Odran’s
soul ascending to heaven, after being fought over by angels and devils. Christ had redeemed
Odran for his own, and so all the devils there ever were could not lay claim to Odran’s soul.

In memory of his dear friend, Columba named the graveyard on lona after him, Reilig Orain.
An old Irish tradition has an Odran abbot of Meath and founder of Latteragh (Co. Tipperary),
and it is probable that these Odrans are one and the same. PP
